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ascension. On this day, that early church began 
to move out in and by the power of the Holy 
Spirit. 
 
We read about these events in Acts 2. The text 
is full of imagery and soundscapes: mighty 
rushing wind, tongues of fire, people speaking 
in many languages, large astounded 
multinational crowds. Can you imagine the 
scene? It would be like nothing you had ever 
witnessed before! These sounds, the blowing of 
a violent wind; these images, tongues of fire; 
and the many languages being spoken all at 
once, in languages not previously known by 
those speaking; are not imagery. All of these 
occurrences are literal. All of these happenings 
are real and tangible. All of this is being 
witnessed by those that have gathered around, 
believers and non-believers alike. 
 
This event was not meant to be forgotten, it 
was meant to be foundational. Those early 
believers were being bathed in the power of the 
Holy Spirit. God poured out the Spirit and 
everything changed. And those changes were 
not just for them, but for us as well. 
 
I have been reading a book by Jurgen 
Moltmann, entitled The Spirit of Life. He 
describes the Holy Spirit like this, ñThe Holy 
Spirit is not simply the subjective side of Godôs 
revelation of himself, and

It is 
our reminder that God is still at work. It reminds 
us that there is a relationship between us and 
our Triune God and the power of the Holy Spirit 
is still active in our lives.
